Product Introduction:

Showroom HDTV Transmitter (Model: EX0104TN)

Features:

Input: 1 HDMI input, to connect to HD source, such as Blu-ray, HD-DVD player,
computer, Satellite cable TV and set top box;

Output: 1 HDMI output, to daisy chain to another transmitter or connect to HDTV;
Output: 4 RM5 output, to connectto HDTV receiver up to 75 feet;

Showroom HDTV Receiver (Model:EX0103RDN )

Features:

Input: 1 RJM5 Input, to daisy chain to another receiver or transmitter to up to 75 feet;
Output: 1 RHM5 output, to daisy chain to another receiver up to 75 feet;

Output: 3HDMI output, to connect to three HDTV;

Solution:

As shown in Figure 1, the EXO104TN transmitter will replicate the HD source into 4
RM5 output and 1 HDMI output. The 4 RI5 outputs can be connected to 4 EX0103RDN
receivers through CAT5e/CAT6 cables up to 75 feet respectively. The 1 HDMI output
can be connected to another EXO104TN transmitters, so on so forth. It is designed to
provide a solution for 1 to 300 HDTV from a single HD sources. On the receiving end,
the 3 HDMI outputs of the EX0103RDN receiver will be used to connect to 3 HDTV.
And the RJ5 output can be used to daisy chain to next EXO103RDN receiver through
single CAT5e/CATG6 cable to connect more HDTV. A 48 HDTV solution is shown in
Figure 1. More HDTV can be connected through this solution.
